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3. Cleaver Blade Replacement
1. Adjust the Blade Positon No. to “1” with Blade Rotating Dial (2).

2. Loosen the 2 screws and remove the Fiber Scrap Box from the cleaver body.

3. Lift the Lever of the cleaver until it stops. Confirm the Blade is set at the start
position.

4. Loosen the 2 screws and open the Arm Cover (3). Then lift the bottom arm of
the Clamp Arm until it stops.

(4)Bottom Clamp Arm

[ NOTE: Do not close the Lever during the blade replacement. }

5. Loosen the screw located at the center of the blade. Then remove the Blade
Rotary Wheel(5) from the cleaver body.

6. Remove the old blade using tweezers and then attach the New Blade to the
cleaver.

NOTE: Adjust the hole on the blade to the pin of the blade holder when
attaching the new blade.




7. Attach the Blade Rotary Wheel(5) to the blade. Then tighten the screw.

NOTE: Be careful not to injure your fingers during blade replacement.
Do not over-tighten the screw.

8. Turn back the bottom arm of the Clamp Arm and then close the Clamp Cover
(3). Tighten the 2 screws of the Clamp Cover (3).
9. Attach the Fiber Scrap Box to the cleaver body.

4. Blade Height Adjustment
Use a single UV coated SM optical fiber when adjusting the blade height.
The blade height can be controlled by the Adjuster (6). The blade height goes up
when rotating the Adjuster clockwise. The blade height goes down when rotating
the Adjuster counterclockwise.

1. Loosen the Adjuster Set Screw (7) by using the hexagon wrench.
2. Rotate the Adjuster (6) 180 degrees counterclockwise.

NOTE: It is important to lower the blade height until it can’t touch the fiber
before adjusting the blade height.

3. Set the Case (8) at the side of the cleaver as shown [Fig.4-1. Then set the
Indicator (9) at the Adjuster (6). See the [Fig4-1|.

4. Set the prepared fiber in the cleaver and then try to cleave it as you normally
would.
5. If the fiber is cleaved, go to Step6. If not cleaved, raise the blade height by

rotating the Adjuster (6). The lid on the Case (8) has a scale. Use this scale and
the Indicator (9).
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[ NOTE: Raise the Adjuster (6) one by one. Do not rotate the Adjuster (6) too }
much.

6. Repeat Step4 and Step5 until the fiber is cleaved continuously 3 times.

7. Raise the blade height 6 long scales from the height decided in Step6.

8. Tighten the Adjuster Set Screws (7).

9. Attach the Scale sticker (11) at the outer circumference of Adjuster (6). Confirm
the initial position of the sticker and the Adjuster (6) are set at the same position.
